   Romans 10꞉10 NIVRI  dare  say  that  the  concept  of  generational curses on the new creation and confessing the sins of your  fathers  to  obtain mercy  from God  is  another gospel.  It  is a doctrine of demons  from a seducing spirit to keep the children of God perpetually bound and timid but thank God for the revelation knowledge in Christ which has set us free from the law of sin and death. Now  someone  might  ask  how  about  God saying “I will visit the sins of the fathers to the 3rd and 4th  generations…”  (Deuteronomy  5꞉9,  Numbers 14꞉18, Exodus 34꞉7 KJV)To be Blessed means not to suffer for consequences of the past. 38



“Before I was afflicted I went astray, but now I obey your word.”
    
     Psalms 119꞉67 NIVLook at the underlined word 'before' it means that was in the past, in the past he was in sin so he was afflicted. Sin had dominion over him and everything that functions in sin , but now the psalmist exclaimed “I keep your word“. You might have come across statements people have misunderstood from scriptures such as“In those days people will no longer say,  'The  parents  have  eaten  sour grapes, and the children's teeth are set  on  edge.  Instead,  everyone will die for their own sin; whoever eats sour grapes—their own teeth will be set on edge.” 
              Jeremiah 31꞉29 ‑30 NIVJThis was the statement of unrepentant people, who refused to take responsibility for their deeds of wickedness  and  refused  to  repent  but  rather  blame 39



their parents for their ordeal. There are many people like this today in the world. The Lord was saying He would  make  sure  there's  no  excuse  for  that  to  be perpetrated through the new covenant which we are now in. See what Jesus said about these folks꞉“Therefore also said the wisdom of God, I will send them prophets and apostles, and some of them they shall slay and persecute꞉ that the blood of all  the  prophets,  which  was  shed from  the  foundation  of  the  world, may be required of this generation; from  the  blood  of  Abel  unto  the blood of Zacharias, which perished between  the  altar  and  the  temple꞉ verily  I  say  unto  you,  It  shall  be required  of  this  generation.  Woe unto you, lawyers! for ye have taken away  the  key  of  knowledge꞉  ye entered not in yourselves, and them that were entering in ye hindered.”

God's  intervention  in  the  affairs  of man  to  restore, redeem or bring deliverance. In Exodus 3꞉16, when God says "I have surely visited (paqad) you" in Egypt, it is the turning point that initiates the Exodus (redemption).See  also  Genesis  21꞉1꞉  The  Lord  "visited" (paqad)  Sarah  to  fulfill  his  promise,  initiating redemption within the family line.Consider  Jeremiah  27꞉22꞉  God  promises  to  visit (paqad)  the  temple  vessels  to  "bring  them  back", signaling a return from exile. Paqad  can  be  a  "visitation"  of  judgment  upon  the wicked or a "visitation" of grace and deliverance for the righteous.It  is  the  act  of  a, "Supreme Commander" overseeing,  inspecting,  and  deciding  the  outcome; whether it is punishment for injustice or redemption from suffering. Another  aspect  of God  announcing  this was 42



Moses asking  to see God's Face but God declining saying it's not yet time (2 Corinthians 3, Hebrews 1꞉3). The  revelation  here  is  that  it  was  Jesus  that passed by Moses and because He is Life, anyone that sees him  lives. He came  to give  life  and  life more abundantly. It was mercy for Moses not to see Him. It would have caused Moses to live forever. Jesus is the fulfilment of the law and prophets. He  is  also  the  explanation  and  unveiling  of  it.  I'm writing this that you may be bold in the grace of the Lord Jesus and refuse to be entangled with another yoke of bondage that shortchanges your inheritance in Him. I  am  the  living  bread  that  came down  from  heaven.  Whoever  eats this  bread  will  live  forever.  This bread is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.”

Look at the remark made by Laban concerning Jacob꞉ 'But Laban said  to him, “If  I have found favor in your eyes, please stay. I have learned by divination that the Lord  has  blessed  me  because  of you.” '
         
      Genesis 30꞉27 NIV Jacob had the blessing of Abraham, which is the blessing of the gospel of Christ (Romans 15꞉29) on his life but not in its fullness. We that are now in Christ  have  of  His  fullness,  received  grace  upon grace, we  are His  completeness  that  fills  all  in  all (John 1꞉12; Ephesians 1꞉23; Ephesians 1꞉3). How much more shall  these blessings which we've  already  received  in  Christ  will  be  made manifest for our lives for soul winning the moment we begin to acknowledge (Epignosis ‑ come to the full complete  knowledge  experientially)  everything which is in us that are in Christ Jesus! (Exodus 30꞉27).Jacob demanded he get paid with equity and 54



not money but he does something very remarkable. I'd love you  to give more  attention  to  the  truth you're about to hear. It will set your health and vitality free forever; 'That  same day he removed all  the male  goats  that  were  streaked  or spotted,  and  all  the  speckled  or spotted  female  goats  (all  that  had white  on  them)  and  all  the  dark‑colored lambs, and he placed them in the care of his sons. Then he put a three‑day  journey  between  himself and Jacob, while Jacob continued to tend the rest of Laban's flocks. '
                  Genesis 30꞉36‑37 NIVThis  is  talking  about  the  death,  burial  and resurrection of Christ that took 3 days (1Corinthians 15꞉3; Luke 9꞉22; Luke 24꞉7; Matthew 17꞉22‑23; Mark 9꞉30‑31). This  talks  about  the  separation  between  the unsaved and the saved. The second thing note taking was that he took Rods and made marks on them. 55



'Jacob,  however,  took  fresh‑cut branches  from poplar, almond and plane trees and made white stripes on  them  by  peeling  the  bark  and exposing the white inner wood of the branches. '
        
      Genesis 30꞉37NIV This is an allegory; this Rod is a Person. This rod has been peeled, which means injured, stricken and bruised. Praise God!'A  shoot  will  come  up  from  the stump of Jesse; from his roots a Branch will bear fruit. '
         
          Isaiah 11꞉1 NIV Jesus calls Himself that Rod!'And as Moses lifted up the (brazen, stricken, judgement) serpent (Rod) in the wilderness, even so must the Son  of  man  be  lifted  up꞉  That whosoever  (see)  believeth  in  him should not perish, but have eternal 56



life . For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever  believeth  in  him  should not perish, but have everlasting life.'

swallowed by life.James, affirming to this truth said; ‘We  all  stumble  in  many  ways. Anyone who is never at fault in what they say is perfect, able to keep their whole body in check. When we put bits  into  the  mouths  of  horses  to make them obey us, we can turn the whole  animal. Or  take  ships  as  an example. Although they are so large and are driven by strong winds, they are steered by a very small rudder wherever  the  pilot  wants  to  go. Likewise, the tongue is a small part of  the  body,  but  it  makes  great boasts. Consider what a great forest is set on fire by a small spark. The tongue also is a fire, a world of evil among  the  parts  of  the  body.  It corrupts  the  whole  body,  sets  the whole course of one's life on fire, and is itself set on fire by hell. All kinds of animals,  birds,  reptiles  and  sea creatures are being tamed and have 65

     Luke 13꞉10‑13 NIVVerse  12  says  he  informed  her  that  she was already loosened from her  infirmity, why? Because she was a seed of Abraham, by covenant design there should be no feeble or sick among them.He broke the customs of men and protocols of men to enforce the reality of the covenant blessing of physical health and strength. He exposed the devil, the wicked one who doesn't respect a covenant that is known,  who  was  responsible  for  her  physical ailments  (he  is  also  responsible  for  physical 70



oppressions (Heb 10꞉38)). Do not accept the lie of “age is telling on me”. Do  not  accept  Parkinson's  Disease  and  a  wobbly body! This lady was ignorant of two major truths; One, By Covenant, she being an offspring of Abraham should make her healthy and vigorous. And two,   the devil is responsible for her disease. Jesus exposed the devil and healed her. Experiences  Of  Ailments  Caused  By DevilsI'm  reminded of  some  testimonies  that  came due to our outreach in Uganda in March 2026 of a little girl with kidney disease. As I began to minister to her, she fell and  the devil started manifesting.  It never occurred to me that a devil was responsible. She was  free  and  healed.  She  ran  to  the  church  the following day to share God's goodness. Another time there was a lady with something 71



like a mouth ulcer. Talking to her I saw a strange being with an arrow on her mouth. I could not understand that until 3 days later when she told me her ordeal and the grievous headaches it had caused. Unforgiveness had opened the door to this infirmity. I led her through a simple prayer of forgiveness. She slept off and the wounds disappeared in a few hours without leaving a scar.  Another  experience  was  a  little  girl  with hernia. I laid hands on her to administer the gifts of the Holy Spirit and to my amazement the devils started reacting. They were all casted out and instantly she was healed! This often happens  in our crusade and many more examples of which time will fail me to mention.These  are  infallible  proofs  that  the  major source of physical pain and oppression are caused by these  defeated  spirits.  But  guess  what?  They  are subject  to  you! Use  the  authority  of  Jesus  to  send those illegal residents parking!“Leaving that place, Jesus withdrew 72



to  the  region  of Tyre  and Sidon. A Canaanite woman from that vicinity came to him, crying out, “Lord, Son of  David,have  mercy  on  me!  My daughter  is  demon‑possessed  and suffering  terribly.”  Jesus  did  not answer a word. So his disciples came to  him  and  urged  him,  “Send  her away, for she keeps crying out after us. He answered, “I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel.” The woman came and knelt before him. “Lord, help me!” she said. He replied, “It is not right to take the children's bread and  toss  it  to  the  dogs.”  “Yes  it  is, Lord,” she said. “Even the dogs eat the  crumbs  that  fall  from  their master's  table.” Then Jesus said  to her, “Woman, you have great faith! Your  request  is  granted.” And  her daughter  was   healed  at   that moment”. 
                 Matthew 15꞉21‑28 NIVHe said something noteworthy in verse 26 ; “It 73



is not right to take the children's bread and toss it to the dogs.”But  Jesus  wasn't  calling  her  a  dog,  that's  a proverb.  It's  a  parable  painting  a  contrast  between those in the covenant and those who are not. Why? Because at that time salvation was for Jews. Jesus said a similar thing to the woman at Jacob's well (John 4꞉22).But praise be to God! In the fullness of time, we are  now  inscribed  in  a  better  covenant with  better promises! “But  when  the  set  time  had  fully come, God  sent  his  Son,  born  of  a woman,  born  under  the  law,  to redeem those under the law, that we might  receive  adoption  to  sonship. Because you are his sons, God sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, the  Spirit  who  calls  out,  “Abba, Father.”

He  fulfilled  the  law,  bringing  both  Jews  and Gentiles into the benefit of His Grace! What a good God! “For there is no difference between Jew and Gentile—the same Lord is Lord of all and richly blesses all who call on him.”

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Godly Household And Earthly HeritageThis is an aspect that gets debated a lot, some claim God wants you rich, others claim being rich will lead you to hell. Scriptures have been quoted but not rightly divided. The Pharisees and Sadducees in our Lord Jesus' day were doctors of the Law and yet didn't recognize  Him  as  the  Messiah  during  His  earthly Ministry. In fact, he told them'Search  the  scriptures;  for  in  them ye  think  ye  have  eternal  life꞉  and they are they which testify of me. '
            
            John 5꞉39 KJV They memorized scripture, and added laws and traditions that were not given. That is why when our Lord rose from the dead, 'And beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto  them

in  all  the  scriptures  the  things concerning himself. '
        
          Luke 24꞉27 KJV This was him speaking to his close disciples yet they were ignorant of the purpose of His appearance into the world.'And he  said unto  them, These are the words which I  spake unto you, while  I  was  yet  with  you,  that  all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the  prophets,  and  in  the  psalms, concerning me. '
        
          Luke 24꞉44 KJV After His resurrection, our Lord Jesus spent 40 days  giving  his  disciples  understanding  through scripture  before  His  ascension  (Acts  1꞉3,  Luke 24꞉27). He was rightly dividing the Word of truth (2 Timothy  2꞉15).    To  rightly  divide  means  to  cut through falsehood and decipher the true meaning of scripture. He pointed out to them that the scriptures 79



were Christ centered and brought them to light.  An  example  was  when  the  Pharisees  claim Moses wrote  in  the  law  that  they can divorce  their wife with a letter of divorcement and Jesus revealed that it was because of the hardness of their heart the scripture was written (Matthew 19꞉7‑10). The Holy  Scriptures  has  its  bias  and  that  is Christ Himself (Luke 24꞉27;44; John 1꞉1‑3).   He is the  prophecies  of  the  prophets,  the  promise  of  the fathers, the type and shadow of the law and product of the genealogies. Everything was pointing to Christ. His  incarnation,  death,  burial,  resurrection  and ascension  are  the  fulfillment  of  all  that  has  been written in the Bible from Genesis to Malachi (Luke 24꞉44).“But  if  serving  the  Lord  seems undesirable to you, then choose for yourselves  this  day whom you will serve,  whether  the  gods  your ancestors   served  beyond  the Euphrates,  or  the  gods  of  the 80



Amorites,in  whose  land  you  are living.  But  as  for  me  and  my household, we will serve the Lord.”
     
       Joshua 24꞉15 NIV“But  Joshua  spared  Rahab  the prostitute,  with  her  family  and  all who belonged to her, because she hid the men Joshua had sent as spies to Jericho—and  she  lives  among  the Israelites to this day.”

are holy.”
                1 Corinthians 7꞉14 NIVThe moment one of the parents gets born again, the whole house is sanctified—even the children (this Bible  verse  puts  an  end  to  that  myth  called generational curses). Why is this?Because  those children came out of you and your husband/wife is one with you. Therefore if the evil one cannot touch you, he has no right to touch them! Believe this  truth and snatch your household from  the  attack  of  Satan  if  they're  going  through experiences contrary to God's will.   Remember the blood that was put on the door of God's household (Exodus  12꞉1–14). Because  of  this  blood,  unclean spirits  that  caused  death  and  destruction  couldn't enter. They were exempted as the sanctifying blood of the lamb set their household apart from death row and the angel of death passed over!That  is  the  demonstration  of  the  feast  of 82



Passover! Jesus is the Lamb that was slain for you and your  household.  Because  of  your  redemption,  that household  is  sanctified.  Your  presence  in  that household  has  put  an  end  to  the  ongoing  spiritual wickedness! Our Lord Jesus admonished his disciples to proclaim peace in every household they enter. It  wasn't  just  a  greeting,  it  was  a  spiritual exercise. Else he wouldn't tell them to retrieve their peace from the household if they were rejected. The root  word  of  peace  there  is  from  the  Hebrew “Shalom“ it means rest with prosperity. You are the peace in that household because you're now a member of Christ. The Peace of God pulsates  through your being  so  you  should  smear  its  effects  in  that household.  Make  decrees  of  peace  with  this understanding and declare your expectations. That is what the apostles did. They made pronouncements of the Peace of God with the authority delegated to them. They healed sicknesses in that household and casted out devils. “When you enter a house, first say, 'Peace to this house.' If someone who 83



promotes peace is there, your peace will rest on them; if not, it will return to  you.  Stay  there,  eating  and drinking whatever they give you, for the worker  deserves  his wages. Do not  move  around  from  house  to house. “When you enter a town and are welcomed, eat what is offered to you. Heal the sick who are there and tell them, "The kingdom of God has come near to you.“
         
      Luke 10꞉5‑9 NIVYou now have a Godly house, your children start acting right, your husband is loving, there is no sickness in your midst. If these are your expectations, don't close your mouth. Use your authority which is no longer a delegated one but an inherited one due to your oneness with Christ. You are now joint‑heir with Christ and an heir of God (Romans 8꞉17 ). Interestingly,  this  doesn't  just  apply  to  your immediate  household  but  any  household  that welcomes you.  84



“Whoever welcomes a prophet as a prophet  will  receive  a  prophet's reward,  and  whoever  welcomes  a righteous person (those in Christ ) as a  righteous  person  will  receive  a righteous person's reward.”
    
    Matthew 10꞉41 NIVArise and shine in that household;  You are the Light of the world in that house! Restrain wickedness from encroaching! The  strategy  of  the  Spirit  for  families  is salvation in the household. God was meticulous and intentional  in  His  choice  of  lineage,  preserving through  generations  the  prophetic  and  covenantal path  through which Christ  would  come  (Matthew 1꞉1–17; Luke 3꞉23–38). “Crispus, the synagogue leader, and his entire household believed in the Lord; and many of the Corinthians who heard Paul believed and were baptized.”

 The effect of the blessing coming into the house  is  material  provision  &  honour amongst members.“But if anyone does not provide for his  relatives,  and  especially  for members  of  his  household,  he  has 91



denied the faith and is worse than an unbeliever.”

 There's  an  increase  in  grace  and  divine enablement to provide and prosper.“But my God shall  supply all your needs according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.”
 
 Philippians 4꞉19 KJVYou must understand and consciously expect the full blessing of the Gospel of Christ. The blessing is not riches but the remission of sin and imputing of righteousness. Still, undoubtedly, one of the effects of the blessing is that it makes rich and erases toil. The  blessing  of  the  LORD  brings wealth, without painful toil for it.

     Romans 12꞉13 NIV “I assure you that there were many widows  in  Israel  in  Elijah's  time, when the sky was shut for three and a half years and there was a severe famine  throughout  the  land.  Yet Elijah was not sent to any of them, but to a widow in Zarephath in the region  of  Sidon.  And  there  were many  in  Israel with  leprosy  in  the time of Elisha  the prophet,  yet not one  of  them  was  cleansed—only Naaman the Syrian.”
      
      Luke 4꞉25‑27 NIVYou are  to  recognize  those who God has  set over  you  to  labour  in  word  and  doctrine  and communicate  honour  to  them  to  allow  them  be effective in that ministry (1Timothy 5꞉17). That is the way  this  blessing  is  activated. Before  apostle  Paul 95



said  “...my  God  shall  supply  your  needs…”,  he acknowledged  their honour and generosity  towards the work and the ministry (Philippians 4꞉10‑23).It is not when you give that God will give you. He has freely given you all things with Christ Jesus (Roman 8꞉32). You are now an heir of God and joint heir with Christ (Romans 8꞉17). All things are freely yours!  (1  Corinthians  3꞉21‑23,  Galatians  4꞉6‑7). Remember the parable of the prodigal son? All things were  his  just  as  the  father  said  (Luke  15꞉11‑32). When he complained, he lacked the faith to ask and receive  for  God  (his  father)  richly  provides  us  all things (1 Timothy 6꞉18‑19) for these 5 purposes;1.    Enjoy2.    Rich in good works,3.    Ready to distribute,4.    Willing to communicate;5.    In  this way  they will  lay  up  treasure  for themselves  as  a  firm  foundation  for  the coming age, so that they may take hold of the life that is truly life.96

receive  life. This  is  transformation knocking at  the door of your heart. Open up by  faith  and  let  Jesus Christ reign in your heart. Do not let religion rob you of the liberty that is in Christ. You are blessed because your sins are erased with its consequences . Walk in the newness of life. Walk in the consciousness of your righteousness in Christ.You are blessed with health and vitality. It is part of the benefit of your atonement in Christ Jesus. Therefore, stand fast in the grace of divine health and a  sound mind. You  are  blessed with  a  goodly  and godly household. Own it!Note꞉ You're  not  giving  to  get  you  own  the world , your giving to demonstrate your honour and love  for  Our  Lord  Jesus  and  His  word  and  this provokes a rich supply of what you already have as an heir  of God,  citizen  of  heaven  and member  of  the household of God, so do not rob yourself, step out and set out and experience the full blessing of the gospel of Christ which you have received (Romans15꞉19).99
